Rancho Cafiada del Oro Open Space outing...

A good friend and | recently spent a lovely day exploring the
trails at Rancho Cafiada del Oro.

There is a great 10 mile or so loop that will take you to the top
of the world, where you can get a good view of the Santa
Cruz mountains, the Salinas and Silicon valleys and I'm
willing to bet that on a really clear day you can probably see
San Francisco!

This is not an easy loop, but absolutely beautiful. Lots of
climbing. Good water stops (creeks and water troughs) and a
good mix of sun and shade. The parking lot at the end of
Casa Loma Rd. has plenty of parking spaces, picnic tables,
water for the horses and a reasonably clean bathroom.

Casa Loma Rd. is narrow, but it's not too far to drive there
from Mc Kean Rd. Check it out if you have a chance, it's
worth the drive.

If you feel adventurous, you can actually ride from there to
Calero and Rancho San Vicente Open Space. I'm guessing it
would be about 28-30 miles round trip.

Helpful tip:

If you are ever lost while hiking, riding, get stranded with a broken car, etc. and you notice your cell phone is
either low on juice or has poor signal, here's a good tip: Change the voicemail on your phone to a message that
gives your approximate location, the time, date, your situation (lost, out of gas, car broken down, injured, etc) and
any special instructions such as you are staying with the car, you are walking toward a town, etc. The best part
of this is that even if your cell phone dies or stops working, voicemail still works, so anyone calling your phone
will hear the message and know where to find you or where to send help.

Courtney Dauwalter set the new women’s course record for runners
by over an hour, winning the 2023 Western States 100 race. She set
a new course record in 15 hours, 29 minutes and 46 seconds, which
was 77 minutes and 46 seconds faster than the former record, which
stood for 11 years.

As far as horses, just for comparison, the shortest time to win on the
traditional course was 10:46 — equal to 9.29 mph — in 1981 by Boyd
Zontelli on Rushcreek Hans.

The slowest win took 16:23 — equal to 6.11 mph — in 2003 by
Heather Bergantz Reynolds on Master Motion.
