Recently Julie, our QS Quips editor called and asked Jeri if she could write an
article about her and Keith. As usual they were both to busy to write an article and
somehow 1 got elected. 1 really don"“t know what they would do without-me.

Jeri was born and raised in Indianapolis, Indiana. A city kid with a lot of
relatives who 1ived on farms around Indinanapolis. On one of many trips to the farms of
relatives she was introduced to horses by being thrown up on the back of a farm horse
when she was 2 three year old. It was love. From that moment on horses were a big part
of her 11fe. Everything from pretending she was a horse to reading anything and every-
thing she could about horses. After age nine she became a California girl, She most
likely has been a filly in one of her previous lives (we horses can sense these things}.

Keith was born in Des Moines, lowa. He had many adventures but none that included
horses. Since his stepfather was in the Army he saw a lot of the US during his childhood,
he went to sixteen different grade schools and sixteen different high schools.
